The City of Miami Gardens will be host to the 2011 Miami Carnival in the Gardens, which will be held on Sunday, October 09th, 2011, at Sun Life Stadium.  This event will include a carnival street parade along NW 26th Avenue to NW 199th Street, West on NW 199 to NW 27 Avenue, North on NW 27 Avenue to NW 203 Street then East into the stadium in the City of Miami Gardens.

The City of Miami Gardens considers the quality of life of our residents a top priority and wants to ensure that all of our residents are well informed about the anticipated street closures and the impact that traffic may have on travel and or personal plans on this date. 

The staging for the parade will start at 9:00 AM in the parking lot of Sun Life Stadium. The northbound lanes of NW 27 Avenue will be closed to traffic starting at 8:00 AM and will reopen at approximately 6:00 PM.

Please be aware of the following laws as they relate to illegal vending, parking, signs, and tents. · ILLEGAL VENDING 

· SECTION 6 - 21 

1. The City Ordinance prohibits anyone from conducting business in the City without a valid Certificate of Use.  This violation carries a $250.00 fine.

· SECTION 22 - 201

2. The City Ordinance prohibits anyone from conducting business in the City without a valid Business Tax Receipt.  This violation carries a $100.00 fine.

· ILLEGAL SIGNS

· SECTION 34 - 651 

· City Ordinance prohibits illegally erecting, posting or pasting signs, posters or flyers without proper approval from the zoning department.  This violation carries a $500.00 fine.

· HANDBILLS
· SECTION 20 - 75 

· City Ordinance prohibits distribution of handbills or flyers on unoccupied vehicles or on public or private property without proper approval.  This violation carries a $250.00 fine.

· ILLEGAL SIDEWALK SOLICITATION
· Section 6 - 195 

· The City of Miami Gardens has a strict illegal sidewalk vending policy.  Illegal selling, soliciting or vending from the public streets or rights-of-way.  This violation carries a $500.00 fine.

· ILLEGAL / PROHIBITED PARKING

· SECTION 30 – 292 

· Code Compliance will enforce any and all acts of illegal / prohibited parking.  This violation carries a $35.00 fine.

· SPECIAL  EVENTS
· ORDINANCE 2011 – 10 - 252 

· The City has a special events Ordinance that requires that any temporary event, gathering, or organized activity on public or private property or in any City park, building or other facility be properly permitted through the City’s special event process. All events must receive a valid special event permit prior to the event taking place. This violation carries a $500.00 fine.

· TENTS (Building Permit Required)
· FLORIDA BUILDING CODE (FBC) 8 – 1

· Any tent that is erected and is larger than 10’x12’ requires a valid building permit to be issued prior to installation.  This violation carries a $500.00 fine.
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
